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1     I would like for you to meet a friend of mine. His name is C.J. He's sitting over there reading a book. He is always reading a book of some kind. Say hello to your company, C.J. C.J.? C.J.
 
2     "Oh, were you talking to me? I guess I didn't hear you. I was really into reading my book. It is all about dinosaurs. I like dinosaurs. Do you? I even have a dinosaur of my own. His name is Mr. T.
 
3     "Mr. T is a Tyrannosaurus rex. That means ‘tyrant lizard king.' Mr. T is just a stuffed toy, but sometimes I think he is trying to talk to me. He wants me to learn all about him.
 
4     "This is what I've learned so far. Mr. T lived about 80 million years ago. That's a long time ago. He was about 12 metres long. That's longer than the distance between the walls of our classroom. He was about 6 metres tall. If my dad and his two brothers stood on each other's shoulders, they wouldn't be that tall. Mr. T weighed about 6 tons. I don't think my bathroom scales could weigh him.
 
5     "Mr. T had very sharp teeth. They were shaped like a cone. They had edges like a knife. His teeth had to be sharp. He ate a lot of meat. His favourite meat was another dinosaur. He really liked to eat Triceratops. Mr. T's teeth would fall out and new ones would grow all the time.
 
6     "Mr. T might have been tall and long, but his arms were short. They only grew to be about 1 metre long. Each of his hands had only two fingers.
 
7     "Mr. T and his family must have lived in North America. That is where his fossils have been found. Fossils are bones and footprints that have turned into stone over the years. Some tyrannosaurus fossils have been found in Asia, too.
 
8     "I like to picture what life must have been like for Mr. T. There were no people around to bother him. If he saw another dinosaur, he could run very fast to meet it. Sometimes he ate it. Sometimes he fought with it. He had a pretty large brain for a dinosaur. I wonder what he thought about.
 
9     "Well, Mr. T says it is time for me to get back to my book. I hope you liked hearing about my friend the Tyrannosaurus rex. He hopes you learned something new about him. I think he likes you. Do you like him?"
 
10     C.J. looks like he's into reading his book again. He likes learning about his friend by reading books. Maybe you can learn more about something you like by reading a book.
